Chris Hellman, Communications Liaison for the National Priorities Project, will speak on Thursday, April 29, 7 – 9 pm, at the Natick Morse Institute Library.  

National Priorities Project (NPP) is a 501 (C)(3) research organization that analyzes and clarifies federal data so people can understand and influence how their tax dollars are spent. NPP provides data on federal spending policies for states, cities and counties.

The program on the 29th of April is entitled “Out of Balance” and will focus on the cost of our military budget and its impact on domestic spending. In 2009, past and present military spending consumed more than 40 cents of every federal dollar and accounts for 58% of our federal discretionary budget.  

Mr. Hellman joined NPP after serving as a military policy analyst for the Center for Arms Control and Non-Proliferation where his work focused on national security spending, military planning and policy, base closures, major weapon systems, global military spending, and homeland security.  

The presentation will be followed by a Question/Answer discussion. Mr. Hellman will address what the $700 billion military budget will cost the state of Massachusetts this year, as well as the specific cost to Natick, Framingham and other Metrowest towns.   How does this affect the local budget for education, police, fire and other town services? 

Pax Christi Metrowest, a group made up of members from the towns of Wayland, Natick, Framingham and Sherborn, is organizing the event. Other cosponsors include Metrowest Peace Action and Military Families Speak Out. 

As part of the National Catholic Peace Movement, Pax Christi Metrowest meets monthly to explore and witness to the call of Christian nonviolence.  Pax Christi works toward promoting a more peaceful, just, and sustainable world.  New members are welcome to join.
